GLCT opened the 2011-
2012 season in its Old 
Town home theater with a 
hugely successful 
production of The Great 
American Trailer Park 
Musical. Audiences were 
treated to a colorful and 
intricately designed trailer 
park set, terrific acting, 
singing and dancing all 
under the experienced 
guidance of Director Terri 
Hagar Scherer. 
  
Up next is the second of 
three musicals for the 
season, Nuncrackers, 
playing December 2-18 
with an added 
performance on 
December 15. This 
hilarious holiday version 
from the Nunsense series 
is directed by Sharon 
Veselic, who spearheaded 
both The Rocky Horror 
Show and Jekyll & Hyde 
at GLCT. This time, 
Reverend Mother Regina 
has her own cable access 
channel and is ready to 
put on a holiday ballet to 
support the Mount Saint 
Helens Convent. But 
when her star performer is 
injured, the Reverend 
Mother has to resort to 
some wacky hijinks to 
ensure that the show goes 
on!  
 
The fast-paced comedy, 
Room Service, directed by 
Harry Friedman, runs 
February 10-26, 2012. A 
nimble-witted producer, 
flat broke and living with 
several actors in a 
Broadway hotel in 1937, is 
desperately in need of a 
good script. He finds one,

luck, he also finds an 
angel with $15,000. In a 
hectic few days, the 
producer plays hide-and-
seek with the investor who 
wants to withdraw his 
financial support, 
manages to outwit 
creditors, and at the very 
last moment, puts on his 
play in spite of the most 
ludicrous and unexpected 
obstacles. 
 
Remaining shows in the 
season are The Cover of 
Life (Drama) April 20-May 
6, 2012, directed by Chris 
Adams; and Hairspray 
(Musical) July 6-29, 2012, 
directed by Eddie 
Floresca. 
 
Longtime GLCT mainstay, 
Bill Thorne, was recently 
presented with a Spotlight 
Award by the American 
Association of Community 
Theaters. The award, 
which honors a volunteer, 
staff or supporter whose 
service has made a 
significant impact on the 
quality of a community 
theater, was presented to 
Mr. Thorne by AACT 
President, Linda Lee.

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The Lewisville Lake Symphony opened 
its 2011-2012 season with a concert at 
the MCL Grand featuring Senator Jane 
Nelson narrating Aaron Copland’s 
“Lincoln Portrait” to a full house. The 
audience was gripped by the opening 
words, resonating across a century and 
a half, where Abraham Lincoln 
addresses a Washington held in low 
esteem. “Fellow citizens, we cannot 
escape history. We of this Congress and 
this Administration will be remembered 
in spite of ourselves. No personal 
significance or insignificance can spare 
one or the other of us. The fiery trial 
through which we shall pass, will light us 
down, in honor or dishonor, to the latest 
generation. We – even we here – hold 
the power and bear the responsibility.” 
 
The Symphony’s International Chamber 
Series operated in cooperation with 
UNT began with a piano recital by 
Lizhen Wu playing Beethoven, Chopin 
and Liszt. Flower Mound’s Mayor 
Melissa Northern spoke to the audience

before the concert and noted that it was 
part of Daniel Pearl Music Days.  
 
As the globe moved through the time 
zones, a chain of 91 concerts in 23 
countries took place on the same day. 
The first was in Melbourne, Australia 
and the last, hours after Flower Mound, 
in Hilo, Hawaii. The pianist’s mother flew 
in from China for the occasion and 
spoke with Symphony volunteers 
through a translator from Dallas El 
Centro College.  
 
Veterans Day was celebrated with a 
concert featuring Richard Rodger’s 
“Victory at Sea”, Sousa marches and 
medleys of tunes from the American 
Frontier and the Civil War. Maestro 
Adron Ming asked active duty military, 
vets and their families to stand when the 
tune representing their branch of the five 
armed services was played. The large 
number who stood demonstrated the 
strong connection between this area 
and the military.

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Our season started off spectacularly 
with our Sweet, Sassy, Wild and 
Wicked: Music of Contemporary 
Broadway concert at the MCL Grand 
on October 22nd. Thanks for all of you 
who attended!  
 

With the start of our 15th season 
behind us- and great concert line-up 
for the rest of year ahead of us- we 
thought it only fitting to do a highlight 
of our artistic director and conductor, 
Blair King, who continues in his fourth 
season as Artistic Director of the 
Lewisville Civic Chorale. 
 

Blair’s love of music began in the 
preschool choir at First United 
Methodist Church in Levelland, 
Texas, and when he showed interest 
and aptitude his parents enrolled him 
in piano lessons.  He sang in church 
and school choirs throughout 
elementary and high school, winning 
numerous UIL choral, small ensemble 
and solo awards. A highlight was 
performing the Duruflé Requiem 
under the great Paul Salamunovich in 
the 1990 Texas All-State Choir. 
 

The School of Music at Texas Tech 
University became Blair's musical 
home for his college years. There, he 
sang in the University Choir, studied 
conducting with Kenneth Davis and 
Eric Fried, and expanded his 
keyboard studies with organ, 
harpsichord, and carillon under 
Judson Maynard. During this time he 
became involved in community 
theatre where he served as musical 
director for several productions, 
most memorably conducting 
members of the Lubbock Youth 
Symphony as the pit orchestra for 
The Man of La Mancha. Singing in 
church choirs continued to be a 
favorite activity, and in 1995 another 
musical highlight was traveling with 
the 120-voice Chancel Choir of FUMC 
Lubbock to England for concerts with 
the Hampshire County Youth 
Orchestra at the historic Winchester 
Cathedral, then joining the HCYO on 
their US Tour for a concert at the 
Meyerson Symphony Center in 
Dallas. In 1996, he graduated from

TTU with a BA in Music. 
 

Upon graduation, Blair chose a career 
path in commercial 
advertising production and moved to 
Houston, where he worked for a local 
advertising agency as a studio 
production assistant, putting 
his talents to use in production of 
audio commercials. He also 
continued his performance interests 
by performing with the Fort Bend 
Chorale and working on several 
productions at the Country 
Playhouse, including providing music 
direction for The King and I. 
 

In 1997, Blair moved to Dallas and 
began working at the June 
Shelton School and Evaluation 
Center, where he serves today as 
Director of Technology and director of 
“Vocal Charge”, the new high school 
show choir. He appeared in many 
local theatrical productions of Gilbert 
and Sullivan operettas as well as 
other musical theatre works. In 1999, 
he met the girl he would eventually 
marry, while stage directing Hello, 
Dolly! and subsequently, they 
appeared on stage together in The 
Mikado and Anything Goes (three 
weeks before their wedding!). More 
recently, he has returned to his love 
of musical direction for productions of 
Trial By Jury, A Funny Thing 
Happened on the Way to the Forum, 
and Company. 
 

Recent choral activities include 
singing with the Orpheus Chamber 
Singers in 2006-07, conducting and 
singing with Annunciation 
Chamber Singers, and joining LCC on 
several occasions as a chorister and 
soloist. He looks forward to many 
more years of excellent music-making 
with LCC.

“I am throwing everything I can at them,” 
says director and choreographer, Joe Ann 
Brooks. “I can’t believe how well they are 
doing!  I’ve given them some pretty 
complicated steps but these kids are 
taking it all in their stride.”  
 

The ACT produces 5 musicals every year 
and each one has its beautifully colorful 
sets designed by Nancy Kimbrell.  “I got 
every book I could on Victorian England!”  
The audience always loves what Nancy 
has planned. 
 

Since The ACT is building on the Honk 
set, this one will be even more elaborate 
than the last.  Nancy has come up with 
some pretty great ways to incorporate 
what The ACT has with what Director 
Brooks wants for this special Christmas 
presentation which will rotate with “A 
Christmas Carol” each year.    
 

Costuming is almost complete and the 
vast “Dickens” inventory has helped.  “We 
planned our show around what we 
already had and it has really paid off,”  

says Brooks.  This show, however, will 
include such characters as Mr. Bumble, 
complete in his blue great coat.  “I wanted 
to go with the stage version look for Fagin 
so some of the costuming may be a bit 
different than what the movie goers 
expect.” concludes Brooks.   
 

Brooks knows what she is talking about.  
With over 49 years experience directing 
musicals, she has already produced some 
great and memorable shows at The ACT 
over the last 13 years.  “Everyone wants 
to know, what was my favorite,” states 
Brooks, “but every show is my favorite!  
I’m already looking forward to “Mulan” and 
I felt the kids did an exceptional job with 
“Honk!”” The audience felt they did, too! 
 

The ACT hopes to take “Oliver!” on the 
road for a preview at the Lewisville City 
Council.  They visited the Council 
chambers with the cast from “Honk!” and 
the children and parents look forward to 
another chance to impress our esteemed 
Mayor and Councilmen with our cast. 
 

The ACT’s spring production of “Phantom 
Tollbooth” will tour, too, after its run at the 
theatre.  The cast and sets will perform at 
three specially chosen Title One schools 
in the LISD.  With 2 shows a day, they will 
reach over 3300 children, some who will 
experience live theatre for the very first 
time.
